?/ears occurred shortly after midnight
ast Saturday when the livery barn and
house of A. H. Holmes, of Forest ave,,
was burned, together with 21 horses and
the entire livery ouftfit.

The origin of the fire is shrouded in
' mystery. When first discovered it had
aned such headway that it would |
ave been impossble to stop it.
| Flames seemed to burst from all parts
of the roof of the great barn a once and
the house was dire before the alarm
was sent in to the fire department. Mr.
Holmes, when awakened, rushed to the
telephone but experienced a long delay |
before he could reach the department |
and when finally he did sucoesd in tell-
ng the operator that his barn was in
flames, the fire burst into the room of |
the house_ where the telephone was|
placed. The department made quick |
time when they did receive the word.
~ Theflameswere plainly visible to the
firemen when they first left the engine
house, but when the?/ resohed the
stables, the roof was faling iu. The
water hydrants were all a some dis-
tance from the fire, there being none on
Forest ave.  Two lines of | were
attached to the hydrant on Hill . and!

FATAL RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

Miss Agnes Warren Killed by a Mich-
igan Central Train.

Another terrible accident' happened
on the Michigan Centra railroad,
nearly opposite the Kyer Milling Co.'s

mill,” a Ann Arbor, about 5 o'clock on
Friday afternoon, and Miss Agnes War-
ren, of Springfield, 111, who had been
attending the University summer

school, wes struck by the engine of
H?igd No. 10 going east and instantly
illed.

The story of the accident as told at
the inquest by the several witnesses
showed that Miss Warren, Miss Martha
Sturgis and James W. Sturgis were
walkiug eastward on the main track of
the railroad at the time the 4:58 train
going esst was due. They were return-
Ing from a boat ride, engaged in an an-
imated conversation, and did not hear

any sound of the approaching train,
until  something, she did not know
what, impelled Miss Sturgis to turn

round. As she did so she was horrified
to s the train within afew yards of
them. Miss Stnrgis and her  brother
rushed down the embankment, which
was oo to the side of the track on
which they were Walkigg, but Miss
Warren did not get out of the way iu
time and was struck by the locomotive,
oarried onward nearly 100 feet and
thrown into the ditch at the side of the
road, dead. She had a hole in the I€ft
side of her head, just back of the ear,
which penetrated t© the brain, the base
of her skull was fractured, her lower
jaw was broken, both collar bones were
roken, aso al three bones of her left
ﬁr_ﬂnegt the ebow. She was instantly
illed.

From the testimony of the fireman it
would seem that Miss Warren started to
get df the track on the opposite side
to that taken by Mr. and Miss Sturgis,
but altering her mind, in her bewilder-
ment, she started back to get df the
same Sde as they did. Just as she got
across the rail the engine struck her.
The train was running 20 or 25 miles
an hour and the fireman said that when
he first saw them as the engine came
around the sharp curve just west of
where the aocident happened, he did
not think it possble for any of the
party to get df the track dive.

Conference of Miners and Oper-
ators a Fizzle.

BOSSES CONCEDED 7 1-2. CENTS.

President Katchford Refused It and In-
ssted on the 69-Cent Kate Until the
Question Is Settled by Arbitration—
Strikers Suffer Further Loss in the Kan-
Hwha Valley in West Virgins—Two Hun-
dred More Miners Return to Work.

Pittsburg, Aug. 24—When the confer-
ence between the coa operators' com-
mittee and miners' officids resumed

Tuesday morning the operators present- |
ed a proposition to submit the question |

to arbitration and pending the decision
of the arbitration they would concede
T'o cents per ton, making the rate SM
cents. President Ratchford refused this
and firmly maintained his stand for the
payment of the 69 cent rate until the
question was settled by arbitration. He
suggested President  McKinley and
William J. Bryan as the arbitrators.
No Agreement Reaehed.

The operators stated that if an agree-
ment was not reached they would start
their mines at once with new men. The
joint conference broke up at noon with-
out reaching an agreement. The min-
ers officids refused to recede from
their position and demanded 69 cents
per ton pending a settlement by arbi-
tration, and the operators would not
concede more than 61% cents. A gen-
eral meeting of operators was called for
2 oclock in the afternoon to hear the
report of their committee. The mem-
bers of the committee refused to make
any prediction as to the probable action
that would be taken.

Fay of Miners Withheld.

Monday was p% day at the Plum
Creek mine, and about 200 of the men
received their money. Pay was with-
held from about 150 men on account of
the strike. The amount held back
amounted to quite a large sum. A
number of the miners threatened to en-
ter suit for the amount due them.

The threatened evictions at Plum
Creek will not take place this week, as
the company discovered an error in the

apers served on the tenants, which
made them illegal. New papers are be-
ing prepared, however, and the evic-
tions will be made as soon as they can
be served. Anticipating the evictions,
several of the strikers who occupied
company houses moved out.

MORE MINERS AT WORK.

Considerable Cod Being Turned Out in the
Kanaivha Valley.

Wheeling, W. Va.,Aug. 24—The strik-
ers suffered further losses in the Kan-
awha valley in the Upper Loup creek
region and along New river Tuesday.
New river mines loaded 600 cars of cod
Monday which is a big day's work for
normal conditions.
more men went to work Tuesday which
leaves very few men out. Fairmont in-

creased its output and the Norfolk and |

Western region shows no sign of a
strike. Leader Rae in the Fairmont re-
gion Tuesday established five camps of
miners. The men will march from camp
to camp making visits, holding this to
be their right and their interpretation
of the injunction given by Judge Goff.
It is not likely these marches will be al-
lowed, however.

The danger of a coal famine in the
Wheeling district has been greatly re-
duced by the Peddling mines over in
eastern Ohio going to work, this being
their usual market. The strike at
Corinth has caused the loss of 1000000
brick that were half burned when the
miners refused to furnish any more
coal. N C

Working Among the Railroads.

Kansas City, Aug. 24—It is stated
here that special delegatesof the Knights
of Labor and the American Federation
of Labor are busy throughout the west
gathering ammunition to be fired at the
meeting at St. Louis on Monday next
in aid of the striking coal men. These
delegates are reported to be working
among the railroads, ascertaining the
grievances of the men on the different
lines, but paying particular attention to
the coal-carrying roads of the south-
west. They have endeavored to secure
proof that these railroads are taking
cod into the strike territory and have,
in a measure, been successful, it is
claimed.

More Miners Quit Work.

Duboise, Pa., Aug. 24—The Rochester
and London mines at this place quit
work Tuesday, notwithstanding that
they decided at a meeting held Monday
night to continue. The agitators from
the Plt_tsbur% region had been working
unceasm%ly or a week to get the men
out and have succeeded, in the face of
the fact that a majority were opposed
to striking. The London miners were
the ones who refused to work and the
Rochester men followed their example.
The two mines are about two miles
apart and are owned bx\ the same com-

pany.

Among lllinois Miners. ]

Springfield, Ills., Aug. 24—A specid
from Lincoln says the miners have not
returned to work at either shaft, but
the men's tools were removed from the
mines. The sixty-five men employed at
the Niantic mine returned to work and
thirty-five of the Taylorsville miners
aso returned to work. Forty-five of
the Taylorsville miners started to work.
but the superintendent refused to per-
mit ten of them to enter the mine be-
cal_Jkse they had been leaders among the
strikers.

Agitating Rich Hill Miners.

Rich Hill, Mo., Aug. 24—Walking del-
egates have been here secretly agitating
a strike among Rich Hill miners, but
there is little disposition on the part of
the miners to %o out at the present time.
Some of the old-timers claim, however,
that a week's agitation would result in
a general walkout. Y

Fire at Portland, Ore.

Portland, Ore.,, Aug. 24—A fire total-
ly destroyed the large frame warehouse
of W. P. Fuller & Co., situated at Thir-
tenth and Johnson streets. The total
loss is estimated at between $50000 and
$7/5000, partially covered by insurance.
The contents of the warehouse which
were consumed consisted principally of
tri-color and plate glass. The cause of
the fire is not known.

FARIDIS TAKE FORT MAUDE.

Victory Attends Movement of the Tribes-
men in Khyber Pass.

London, Aug. 24—An officia dispatch
from Simla announces that Fort Maude,
in th-j Khyber pass, has been captured
by tha Afridis, after desperate fighting.
The garrison, which was composed of
native levies known as the Khyber rifles,
retired with the loss of three men. The
Afridis afterward burned the fort. The
fate of Fort Ali-Musjid, which was sim-
ultaneously attacked by the Afridis, is
not known.

The British officer commanding at
Jamarud moved a battery of artillery,
escorted by the Fourth dragoons, to the
mouth of the Khyber pass and shelled
the enemy at a range of 3200 yards.
The Afridis retired, but the battery re-
turned to Jamarud, the officer in com-
mand deeming it inadvisable to enter
the pass. General Ellos will begin a
concerted movement against the insur-
gent tribesmen immediately.

| DOGS IN WAR.

How the St. Bernard Ministers to the
W ounded Russian Soldier.

In the present day the British army
Beems the only one in which dogs are
not trained either as spies, messengers
or to help the wounded. The Germans,
French, Austrians, Russians and |tal-
ians have all found them to be worth
the trouble. The Germans have devoted
thems;lves chiefly to the training o*
dogs for carrying messages to and from
outposts and pickets and the main bodies
of troops. For this purpose they find
pointers are the best, but. Scotch sheep
| dogs and short haired sporting dogs are
much liked, as are also the clever little
Pomeranians, which learu very quickly
and are very strong and swift. In the
German army the best trainers are the
men of the Jager regiments, and a spe-
cial officer and a special body of men |
are told off to look after the dogs. They |
are taught to march without frisking |
about, to avoid barking, but, with their |
wonderfully quick ear to warn if stran-
gers are near, by pointing or by a low
growl. They are trained to carry mes- |
sages up to 2% miles by known roads, |
and beyond that distance to find their |
own way across country. Tomen in the |
same uniform they are taught to be
obedient.

In the Russian army akind of big St.
Bernard mastiff is used; aso wolf and
sheep dogs. These, equipped with a
flask containing brandy or soup and a
packet of bandages hung round their
necks, are taught tofind out the wound-
ed lying among bushes or uneven ground
and to offer them restoratives, standing |
meanwhile with their forefeet planted |
and barking to attract attention. Theyi
are even harnessed to little handcarts,
such as we see them use in Belgian
and German towns, and can drag two |
wounded men. The French, in their |
wars in Tunis and Algiers, have used
dogs, also the Russians in their last |
Turkish war. In Austriathey have been |
employed to discover ambuscades. The|
Dutch iu Acheen found them most use- |
ful in preventing solitary sentries in |
thick jungle outposts being surprised by
stealthy natives. The Italian sentries in
the Alps are always accompanied by |
dogs.—United Service Magazine.

FIREFLY FLASHES. i

The Method by Which the Insect Emits ]
Its Beautiful Light,

"By what process do fireflies produce
the beautiful flashes of light?" That is
a question frequently asked, and as en-
tomological books fail to give a satis-
factory reply the following explanation
may be interesting:

| have made a specia study of the
light, and carefully examined the mech-
anism of the illuminating segments in
both male and female specimens. The
light emitted, when tested by the spec-
troscope, gives a brilliant spectrum,
which is continuous through all the
colors from the red to tho violet rays.
The illuminating organs consist of dis-
tinct spherical cells, each one of
which is about 1.2000 of an inch in
diameter, and the beetle has power to
illuminate one or many of these cells at
will, producing light of corresponding
intensity. The cells contain a fluid sat-
urated with phosphorus, and the cover-
ing of the cell isso thin that atmosphere
coming in contact with it may affect
the contents.

It has been suggested that the beetle
produces the flashes of light or renders
the phosphorus suddenly luminous by
electricity—by the injection of warm
fluids—or by friction. But it is certain
that the flash of light is made in an-
other way. We may clearly trace a con-
nection between the spiracles and
trachea (spiral air tubes) of the beetle
and each of the illuminating cells, and
find that the little creature renders the
phosphorus contained in the cells lumi-
nous by forcing air upon them. Thecells
when thus excited emit light from their
surface.

We may imitate the act of the beetle
by dissecting one and placing the illumi-
nating orgau under a microscope, Cov-
ered by athin glass cover. When the
cover is lifted so asto admit a little air,
the cells become luminous.

We may add that the name "firefly"
is a misnomer, as the "lightning bug"
is atrue beetle, belonging in the natural
order caleoptera, and in the family
lampyridas.—D. K. Winder in Detroit
Free Press.

"The old fashioned molasses is rapid-
ly disappearing as au article of com-
merce," said a prominent grocer, “and
in its place have come a number of |
srups which are more cosily and by
no means as satisfactory, especidly to
the little ones, who delight, as we did
swhen we were young, in having 'lasses
on their bread. Mog of the molasses
goes into the distilleries, where it is
made into rum, for which, notwith-
standing the efforts of our temperance
workers, the demand is constantly on
the increase, especidly in the New
England states and for the export trade.
The regular drinker of rum will take no
other liquor in its place if he can help
it. It ssemsto reach the spot more di-
rectly than any other dram.

"The darker brown sugars have dso
disappeared, and they are not likely to
return, owing to the methods of boiling
and the manufacture. Granulated sugar
is of the same compostion, as far as
saccharine qualities are concerned, as
loef, cut loaf cube and crushed and
differs from them only in that its crys
tals do not cohere. Thisis because it is
constantly stirred during the process of
crystallization. The lighter brown sug-
ars taste sweeter than the white, for
the reason that there is some molasses
in them. Housekeepers have difficulty
these days in finding coarse, dark sug-
ars, which are always preferred for use
in putting up sweet pickles, making
.cakes and similar uses.  As they cannot
get brown sugar any more, it may be
well for them to remember that they |
can simulate brown sugar by adding a
teaspoonful of molasses to each quarter
of apound of the white granulated sug-
ar. This combination does as well in
al household recipes that call for
browu suger as the article itsdlf, and
besides it savesthem a great ded of
hunting for brown sugar, which, as‘

said before, has disappeared from the
market."—Eastport Sentindl.

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CAR HORSES HARD TO GET.

' The Demand Is Now So Small That tha

Trade Neglects Them.

G3« of the mogt curious effects of the
genera, replacing of horses by electrici-
ty and cable traction for drawing street
cars is being experienced by one of the
extensive car lines in this city which
still uses horses. One would "su
that, since the only lines in the whole
country which continue to use horses
now form but a very smal percentage

of those which used them five years|

ago, these lines would have a much
wider range of choice and could get
horses of “a grade superior to the gen
eral run of those which used to be
offered to them. Remarkable as it may
sserﬂ, this isthe exact opposte of the
trut

The New York city line referred to
runs in direct competition with the
cable lines of the upper west side, and
its managers, who recently purchased
it, determined as soon as they came in-
to possession to place upon it a superior
lot of horses, and in this way improve
its running until mechanical propulsion
could be introduced. Orders were sent
out to buy the needed horses. Much to
the surprise of the managers, it was
discovered that there were dmost no
street car horses of any kind to be
bought.

The explanation of this situation lies
in the fact that since the demand for
street car horses dmost ceasad the trade
machinery by which they were gathered
has fdlen into disuse. A few years
the street car horses were one of the
most important festures of the horse
market. They were animals of a stand-
ard grade and of amost stable price,
and every part of the country contributed
its quota.

During the last three years, says The
Medical and Surgical Reporter of Phil-
ajelﬁhla, nearly onefiftieth of all
desths among physicians have been by
suicide. This Is a conservative estimate,
as many instances cf desth are attribut-
ed to accidental overdosing, as the tend-
ency is aways to- hush up a suicide
whenever possble. But without includ-
ing such cases, the fact remains that
the medica profession is more prone to
suicide than any other. These statistics
may be explained by the development
of morbid fancies in"the mind of a doc-
tor on account of his constant associa-
tion with the sick and dying, or of an
actual indifference to death, or
he has the requisite knowledge of how |
to die conveniently and painlesdly.

_ Poisoning is a favorite method, but |
it does not appear from statistics that
the cyanides or morphine have the pref-
erence which would exist if epicurean
philosophy were carried iato the choice
of drugs.” At the same time, physicians
usudly put their knowledge of drugs to|
a practical execution in selecting a poi-
on for suicide.
