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THE CITY OF THE SUN.

Destroyed by the Great Earthquake fn
Cashmere.

Serinagar, or literally Surgia Nagar,
the City of the Sun, is the capital of the
beautiful and romantic valley of Cash-
mere, one of the most charming spots
in the whole earth. It is some seven
years ago that in my wanderings I
visited this happy valley. A lonely
march of about 100 miles along the
banks of the Jhelum River, the ancient
Hydaspes, brought me to the smooth
waters of the Cashmere Lake. Here [
hired a boat covered with matting, and
so arranged that the stern of the boat
formed a cooking kitchen, both for the
crew and passenger. My corew con-
sisted of a full-grown man, an under-
grown boy, an old woman, two small
children and a young mother and a
plumf baby. The whole party, except
the plump baby, took their turn at the
oars and towing rope, and I managed
to get along at the rate of two miles an
hour.

It was a clear morning, and beautiful

beyond description was the panoramic

view as we wound along the river in its
circular course. All around the country
was rich with verdure. Rising at a dis-
tance were the snowy ranges of the
Himalaya Mountains, many of them as
much as 13,000 feet above the sea level.
To quote the words of the traveler,
Vigne: ¢Softness mantling over the
sublime, snugness generally elsewhere
incompatible with extent, are the pre-
vailing characteristics of the scenery of
Cashmere.” In the center of this love-
ly scenery is the City of the Sun, which
was recently destroyed by an earth-
quake.

Serinagar is a considerable city of
some 150,000 inhabitants, of whom 20,-
000 are Hindus and the remainder Mo-
hammedans. The houses are built
entirely of wood, and are usually three
stories high. The streets are narrow
and dirty. The people were dirtier
than the streets. No pen could possibly
depict the real sanitary condition of
Serinagar, and consequently one regrets
that, as the city had to perish, it did not
succumb to the purifying element of fire
rather than the upheavings of an earth-

uake.

The city of Serinagar is on an island
in the midst of the Cashmere Lake. It

lo Some of the bridges ara occupied
with shops, like old London bridge,
which are extremely quaint, although
unsightly structures. There are no cabs
or carts or carriages in the city of Seri-
nagar, and therefore no conveyances
rumble along its narrow, dirty streets.
It is & wise dispensation of Providence
that wheeled conveyances have not been
introduced in the capital of Cashmere,
for the people would be too lazy to get
out of the way. The Cashmeree never
walks or works if he can help it. Inre-
cent famines they preferred dying to
either. And yet they are skilled work-
men. The manufactories of Cashmere
are well known. Cashmere shawls have
a worldswide reputation, although the
tradeé is not as prosperous as it used to be,
A Cashmere shawl has been sold in
Paris and London for £4,000, and even
more. The silver and gold work in
bracelets and necklaces is perhaps un-
equaled in the world, for it has a pe-
culiar unfinished style of its own which
can not be imitated. The copper work
is very antique in its appearance. The

ainted and inlsid woodwork, errone-
ously called by Europeans paper-mache,
is exceedingly beautiful. It is an inter-
esting fact that the well-known Cash-
mere shawl patterns, which finds ex-
pression in all articles of Cashmers
manufacture, has its origin in the pe-
culiar windings of the river Jhelum
along the valley.

The women of Cashmere are re-
nowned for their beauty. They are ex-
ceedingly fair for Orientals. In former
years they were seized and sold asslaves
for the seraglios of Eastern monarchs.
And even in modern days the Cashmere
beauty has found a place in the affec-
#ions of India’s Buropean rulers and
warriors. Physically the men are a
very fine race, and the calves of the
Cashmere coolie would give effect to
the very best arrangement in. knicker-
bockers. The - phrenological develop-
ment of both sexes is good. But still
the Cashmere is a hopeless individual.
At first when you look at him you be-
lieve in him. ~His fine development of
head, chest and calf, win your respect.
But from the day that one of their num-
ber ate five of my loaves of bread, and
another purloined a bottle of preserved
currants, and another appropriated a
leathern strap, I lost confidence in the
race. After very carefulinquiry I came
to the conclusion that the Cashmere
oomes very low down in the scale of
humanity. He won't work if he can
help it, and to beg he is never ashamed.
Such is the race that inhabits one of the
fairest and most productive provinces
on earth.—Cor. N. Y. Sun.

Into Persia on a Bieycl e.

Thomas Stevens, the American, who
started from San Francisco to go around
the world on a bicycle, has reached Tab-
reez, Persia. The following interesting
letter, which we are allowed to use in ad-
vance of its publication in Outing, details
some of the rider’s experiences in passing
throngh the almost trackless wastes of
Asia:

I reached Tabreez yesterday, Sept. 18,
after a journey of 389 miles, as registered
by cyclometer, from Erzeroum, the point
from which I last wrote. Thus far my
experience in Persia has proved even
more novel snd interesting than in Asiat-
ic Turkey: and, leaving out, of course,
the question of literary merit, I have no
hesitation in saying that the series of pa-
pers, descriptive ot this part of the jour-
ney, will prove a real treat to the readers
of the magazine, and more novel and en-
tertaining than either the American por-
tion published last spring, or those on the
European part of the tour now appearing.
On the route from Erzeroum here, I pass-
ed close to the foot of Mt. Ararat. Ihave
been honored and entertained by Khans,
and have slept in, and partaken of hospi-
tality in the famous “ black tents ” of wild
Kurds, against which these same Khans
had warned me to beware. Nobody thinks
of traveling without guards in this coun-
iry, but I have ventured alone anywere
and everywhere, and have 8o far escaped
serious molestation, though I have several
times had to display my revolver. I find
the Persians excessively inquisitive,—
worse than anything allegec against the
Americans,—and it is an every-day occur-
rence for me to race away from howling
mobs of villagers, who insist on detaining
me until the Khan of the village and ev-
ery individual of them has seen me ride,
and inspected the bicgele. It is a great
wonder thebicycle hasn’t become disabled
long since, for I am literally compelled to
mount and, af Jeast, pies dedrd tad ped!
ple will consent to my departure ; and
often the O'Dl'Y way I can convince them of
the impossibility of complyimg with their
demands, is to convince them with the re-
volver; however, [ haven’t had occasion,
so far, to so much as tighten a spoke in
the wheel, everything about it being in
perfect order, except that the rubber tire
of the small wheel is getting worn down.
Everybody goes armed here; but I have
so far managed to avoid serious trouble,
—the mere sight of the six-shooter being
sufficient to scatter them like so many
sheep. These people do not mean harm,
simply wishing to satisfy their curiosity;
but frequently it is impossible to ride at
the place, and they will not take “‘no” for
an answer. On the other hand, they are
very kind and hospitable, sometimes re-
fusing to accept any payment whatever
for such accommodation as they can afford.

I bave found the country less montain-
ous in Persia than in Asia Minor, but
there is a total absence of wheeled vehi-
cles, and consequently of wagon-roads.
The great camel-caravan routes afford a
greater proportion of ridable pathway,
however, than I anticipated, enabling me
to do fifty miles a day between Hoi and
Tabreez, besides going at least ten miles
out of my direct course to reach a village
for the night. "The distance traversed
from Ismidt to Trabreez is 1,202 miles—
300 of which is Turkish measurement by
post hours, between Bei Bazaar, where
my cyclometer pin was broken, and Sivas,
where I had It repaired again; and the
remainder actual measurement by cyclo-
meter. Itis somewhere near 400 miles
from here to Teheran, where I shall have
to remain for the winter; and as there ig
no particular hurry I shall probably ac-
cept the invitation of Mr, Abbott, the
English Consul here, and Messrs. Old-
father and Whipple, the American mis-
sionaries, to remain for a couple of days.
The journey to Teheran will probubly
occupy about ten days, more or less, ac:
cording as I find the roads, On the way
I pass through Miana, the place celebrated
for the poisonous bug, whose bite brings
on violent fever. I understand that these
insects are only in the houses, conse-
quently I shall either contrive to pass
through the district during the daytime
or sleep out in the open.

Throagh Asia Minor from Sivas to
Erzeroum, there are well-defined caravan
routes from one important town to an-
other, but the mountain trails are the
most abrupt I ever traversed; in this re-
spect they are much more difficult to
overcome with the bicycle than anything
I experienced in the Rockies,qwhere the
ascents are comparatively gradual. Often
these mountain trails are churned up by
the feet of pack animals that have trav-
ersed them all through the rainless sum-
mer months until several inches of loose
material covers the surface, and this, in
addition to the steepness, makes it impos-
sible to ascend save by pushing the bicy-
cle ahead with rear wheel aloft like as-
cending a pair of stairs; sometimes I
have this highly interesting task to ac-
complish for miles at a stretch; but in the
valleys there is invariably found a good
average proportion of ridable road, and
the last forty miles of my road to Erzer-
oum, traversed in half a day, was a mac-
adam road, part of the great Trebizond
and Persian caravan route. From Sivas
to Erzeroum the eyclometer registcred
308 miles, and in spite of mountains and
bridgeless streams L averaged over forty
miles a day. Perhaps I should not aver-
age quite so mach, but it is only at these
distant points where one can experience
the Juxury of listening to, and convers-
ing injhis own mother tongue, and what
is perhaps quite as important, where any-
thing like what Americans call a ‘‘square
meal” is obtainable, hence the inducement
to worry along as rapidly as possible.
Tae ordinary mode of traveling in this
country, by people in anything like com-
fortable circumstances, is to go on horse-
back with a guard of zaptiehks, and extra
horses and attendants carrying bedding,
tent, cases of provisions, etc.; for the vil-
agers are the most povcrty-strlcken peo-

ple imaginable, and the accommodation
obtainable from them is something to
shrink from, so it is not easy for an inex-
perienced person to imagine what a fel-
low carrying none of these things, but
trusting entirely to whatever may turn
up from one hour toanother has to endure.

There is no Reciprocity in Trade.

But the Free Trader brings forward
this argument—the doctrine of recipro-
city; that is, if you don't buy of*me, I
won't buyof you. And they say if we will
but repeal our tariff and admit English
goods and French goods and German
goods into our country free of duty that
our trade would be greatly increased.
That these countries in Europe would
buy more of us and we more of them.
/Thar every import would bring a corres-
ponding export. We certainly would
have to buy more of them if we d’;stroyed
our own manufactories. Suppose we
were to do this, would they buy or take
more of us? They would buy then just
as they do now, They would take what
they required and nothing more.

My fellow-citizens, 1 tell you there
never was a greater fallacy attempted to
be imposed upon an intelligent people
than this doctrine of recipxoc%t X

You may search the cOmmarcf;l history
of the nations of the world for the last
hundred years, as I have done, and you
will not find a single instance in trade
between any two nations of Europe, dur-
ing this period of a hundred years, where
this principle has ever applied. Notone!
There is nothing whatever in the doc-
trine.

If you will look at it one moment for
yourselves you will see the utter fallacy
of the argument. There is no such thing
a8 national wealth, in the ordinary ac-
ceptation of that term, I mean as govern-
ment wealth. When we speak of na-
tional wealth it is the aggregate wealth
of the individuals comprising the gov-
ernment. Nor is there any such thing
as dealings between one nation and an-
other nation, All transactions in the
way of trade and business are done by
the individuals ot each nation—an Amer-
ican dealing with an Englishman, and an
Enﬁliahmsn dealing with an American.
And in their dealings they never take
mnto consideration the balance of trade
—whether it is on the one side or on the
other,

Why, this will come home to every
practical man in this meeting if he will
counsider it for one moment. My friend,
John Patterson, is a corn merchant in
Liverpool; suppose he wants to buy ten
thousand bushels of wheat, what does he
do? Does he examine to see whether the
balance of trade is in favor of the United
States or against the United States before
he buys? Not at all! If a merchant were
to do this he would be called a dunce or
fool. What he does is to telegraph to
New York to learn the prices there, and
he buys wherever he can purchase at the
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and he buys where he can make the most
moneyf; the ;loeséwt care about the bal-
anoea o rade. i b
chant who wants ?6%‘5‘)"%’ ﬁg}ig{,ﬁf Bafés
of cotton; he buys wherever he can get
them the cheapest.

So does Mr. Vanderbilt if he wants to
buya thousand tons of steel rails, Do you
suppose he looks at the balance of trade
between the United States and England ?
Not for a moment. If he can buy them
cheaper in New York than in England
he buys them in New York, but if cheap-
er in England than in the United States
he buys them there.

What does he care about the balance of
tradel? It is & question of price and
nothing clse; and, as a general rule, all
these contracts between the individuals of
the different countries are for cash or
money, and there is mo barter or ex-
change of different commodities in them.
The individual buys where he can obtain
the commodities the chea?est, and pays
for it in cash or money. This is the rule.
;\nd there is nelther exchange nor barter
n it.

Therefore I say, there i8 nothing in the
doctrine of reciprocity as put forth by the
free traders and never has been.

Therapeutieal use of Water.

Private clealiness isa matter of public
interest, Wherever dirt and filth are guf-
fered to accumulate, there the enemies of
human health are gathered together,
and plague and pestilence hold carnival.
Nor does it matter whether the dirt con-
gists of an exposure to decaying matter
on the surface of the ground, or of an
unwholesome and undrained pool, or
whether it is distributed in unwashed
Earcels over the surface of the human

ody. In the latter case it is rather more
dangerous, sin¢e a thoroughly clean per-
son may escape all injury from conta-
%lon, or whereas a system not fortified

y cleanliness I8 doubly liable to the at-
tacks of disease.

The majority of mankind, both in the
city and country, are imperf'ectly washed.

e know there are many who do not get
a bath once & month, and we fear there
are some who haye never been thoroughly
immersed. The consequences are found
in a predisposition to disease. The un-
washed skin is incapable of digcharging
its natural and healthy fuunctions and the
stoppage, or interrupted action of the
deep pores of the skin, which throw so
vast an amount of the waste of the sys-
tem, develops sand fosters every morbid
tendency. This danger to health may
not be palpable at first, but with each
growing neglect of the means of clean-
linesa it becomes greater, until it is no
longer possible to ward off the attacks of
disease,

The human family is large, but we
have never heard that the supply of water
ig deficient for thelr wants. Indeed, na-
ture seems to have taken special pains to
distribute the health-giving fluid widely.
Not satisfied with piercing every portion
of the earth's crust with innumerable
rivers and smaller streams, and scatterin
lukes and ponds, and streams of fresh
water with a lavish hand over every con-
tinent and island she has poured forth
her superflux in oceans, ready salted to
keep them sweet, until the quantity of
water on the surface of the Blunet largely
exceeds that of the land. But the boung
tiful mother goes still further, and pours
down upon our ungrateful heads profuse
showers, a8 if to teach us those laws of
health which we are too stolid to learn for
ourselves.

We are forced to realize that pure
water with its cleansing and refreshing
nature is a power for good and where
water is wanted nature accepts no sub-
stitute—many of the ailments of frail
mortals now so often aggravated and
prolonged in the vain endeavor to find
relief in some mysterious and perhaps
poisonous drug, would have a better
cure in water alone—and, in almost every
case of sickness the judicious use of the
bath would add very much to the power
of other remedies—but in sickness or in
the health every one should have ample
means of bathing—and as good Jarwtical
baths at low figures are now advertised
in many leading journals, there is no ex-
cuse, Every family should have ita bath.

The election held Tuesday resulted
satisfactorily to the republicans, as near
as can be told at this writing, save in the
state of New York, where the immense
corruption fund raised by the opposition,
together with their democratic allies, the
prohibitionists, succeeded in defeating
the republican ticket and electing as gov-
ernor of that state a man who was one of
the old Tweed ring. The legislature of
New York, however, will remain repub-
liean, thus securing a republican successor
to Senator Lapham.

PRESIDENT JOHNSON’S GUILT.

The statement recently made by Hon.
Chauncy M. Depew, of New York, in
reference to the late President Johnson's
plot to re-instate the rebel leaders in
power, has created wide spread discussion
in the papers, and appears to be quite
generally sustained by those who ought
to know. The New York City corres-
pondent of the Chicago Inter Ocean,
writing under date of Nov. 1st, gives the
following interview with ex-Gov. Ashley,
of this city, which adds still more to the

assertions of Mr, Depew :

“ Ex-Congressman James M. Ashley, of
Ohlo, mover of the resolution of impeach-
ment against President Johnson in the Thir-
ty-ninth Congress, was asked by your corres-
Bondenb lo-n;fht concerning the facts related

Chauncy M. Depew as baving been told to
him by General Grant in a dinner-table talk
of a plot by Johnson to reinstate the rebel
leaders in power, He said the allegations
were substantially correct. Being asked
why, if the fact of the plot was known to the
managers of the impeachment trial, they did
no{iuse it against the President, MF. Ashley
sald:

“The Judlclary Comittee of the House, to
whom was referred the resolution of impeach-
ment for investigation, were against im-
peachment, and had differences among them
selves, Speaker Colfax had appointed men
on the committee who were weak-kneed in
the matter. I told Mr. Colfax one day that
he w»s standing so that he could be near
enough the front to rush in iIf we won and
near enough to the rear to get safely out if
we lost. The people stood in awe of the Pres-
ident and were afraid to pr ceed to extreme
measures in the face of bis great power. He
had the whole secret service on his side,
The newspaper in Washingion which acted
as his organ, threatened war if the impeach-
ment })roceedings were continued. On tre
floor of the House I accused Johnson of beling
the leader of a negative rebellion, and of at-
tempting to reSuscitate the lost cause.”

*Was there anything in the testimony be-
fore the Judiciary Committee connecting the
President w th any plot to put the control of
the government into the hands of the rebel
leaders? "’

“]1 was not a member of the Judiclary
Committee, and although I made myself ac-
quainted with the first portions of the testi-
mony given before them, I found myself at
odds with the members of the committee
and absented myself from their proceedings.
They utterly refused to examine many im-

ortant witnesses brought forward by me.

f President Johnson could have secured the
support of the General of the Army bis plan
was to install Southern men in the halls of
Congress during the night and keep out by
force the Northern members who had ar-
rayed themselves sgainst him. I believed
then and sald so in Congress and I believe
now that Johnson had known beforehand of
the intended assassination of President Lin-
coln. When I made that statement on the
floor of Congress, Speaker Colfax called me to
order, but after the session} came upon the
floor and said he was sorry he had done so.”

*The evidence did not show that the Presi-
dent had actually committed any act in con-
nection with the plot on which specific
charges could be made. The eleventh article
of impeachment, which was the only one
voted upon by the Senate, was drawn up
with a view to what might be shown by the
testimony concerning this matter. had
Stevens who sat just behind me in Congress
for many years, prepared the article and I
assisted him. Before the final vote in_the
Senate on the impeachment, Ross, of Kan-
sas, had promised to vote for impeachment,
but he went back on his word and we lost
our case by one vote,”

FOREIGN CORRESPONDENCE.
Letter From China.

TAr KU SHANSE, {
China, Sept. 1, 1885,

Eprror CoUrIEr : In a copy of your
paper receutly received, I notice afew ex-
tracts from 4 letter addressed from Tien-
tsin: So, perhaps a few words, from;time
to time, concerning this old country and
its strange customs, may not prove unin-
teresting to some of your readers,

The route of travel from Tientsin for
this interior city, five hundred miles from
the coast, lies on river, plain and mount-
ain. One on leaving Tientsin for the in-
terior lives in what is called a *‘ house
boat,” manned by four or five natives,
and equal in capaeity to a small canal
boat. The interior of the craft is usually
divided into two or three small rooms,
with no furniture except the indispensa
ble kang bed of China, made wholly of
bricks or boards, usually of the former,
and no softer than those materials are in
America. The rooms are most efficiently
ventilated by that cheapest of methods—
leaving a broad crack between every two
boards. But with plenty of blankets and
a small stove, one can take a good deal of
comfort in these crazy affairs, even in
winter.

The first one hundred and fifty miles
took six days time brought us to Paoting
Fu, the capital of the province of Caili,
and the head of river navigation. This
proved to be one of tbe most enjoyable
parts of our journey. Here at Paoting Fu
cverything was transferred to pack ani-
mals and we started across the plain to-
wards the distant southwestern mount-
ains.  Our party consisted of five foreign-
ers and a dozon or more natives with the
pack train. Some of us rode horses, some
donkeys and the ladies occupied litters
carried on the backs of mules, tandem.

As night came on we met our first ex-
perience 1n Chinese inns. ‘What are they
like ? Nothing but personal experience in
the real institution itself would give one
a correct idea of it. Can you imagine
something half barn and half shed, with
stone floor and brick bed, and begrimed
with the smoke, dust and grease of cen-
turies? Now you have only the frame
work of the true coneception. Fill it up
with vermin of all sorts and descriptions
and you have a faint idea of a Chinese
inn, However, with plenty of our own
bedding and food, and the fatigue of trav-
el upon us we were soon as happy as
though quartered in some commodious
hotel at home. Travel on the plain grew
monotonous but the mountains seemed all
the more beautiful.

Three weeks from the day we left Tien-
tsin we were greeted by our friends in
Tai Ku.

This is certainly one of the finest cities
in China, The buildings, both private
and public, surpass by far any we saw in
the east, i. e. on the coast. Most of the
native buildings of Shanghai, Tientsin
and all the cities we passed through com-
ing inland, are of one story, and most of
them were mud huts. Here the houses

are of brick and many two storles high.
All are built in oriental style around an
open court which, although out of doors
and your only yard, is as private as a room.
A most excellent arrangement in such a
country as this. Nothing but temples are
left to the scrutiny and freedom of every-
body. All private residences, and many
business houses, are built with an open
court. Nearly all the buildings are cov-
ered with tile roofs, rendering them nearly
fire-proof. The houses we now occupy
are over one hundred years old but are in
good repair and as comfortable as one
could wish.
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To the southeast a half dozen ‘miles lies a

range of very pretty foot hillsand beyond,
TIg Y maoewestaey  TaULor J0OVOIA O vegeta-

tion most of the year; but, since the rainy
season, covered with green. On the west
of the plain, some twenty-five miles dis-
tant, is another range of mountains. But
so distinctly do their rock-ribs stand out
that they seem not more than five miles
away.

This plain, at this point, is at an alti-
tude of four or five thousand feet, and so
clear is the atmosphere that distance seen
is almost annihilated, and one inexperi-
enced is likely to far under-rate it. After
traveling, without seeming progress, to-
toward some point well in view one comes
to feel with- Mark T'waip, that he may
have to swim the next little brook in his
pathway, so deceptive is sight.

This great plain’* between the above
mentioned mountains is covered with
beautiful farms. Small, but innumerable,
and in a high degree of cultivation. The
Chinese have agriculture reduced to a sci-
ence. 'T'he crops are aboat the same as
raised in Michigan and Ohio, and, most
of them quite as good. Some of the fruits,
as apricots, plums, etc, are equal in size
and richness of flavor to the California va-
rieties. They produce good grapes and
delicious melons, but the apples, with the
exception of one or two kinds, are poor.

Labor saving machines are not used nor
would they be welcomed, All agricul-
tural tools are very rude, and the people
aim to multiply Iabor rather than reduce
it. A day’'s wages is about fifteen cents,
and men fairly swarm at that.

The people as a rule, are better clothed
thau in Japan. :

The curse of this proviuce, and indeed,
of this whole land is opium. Almost
every man, woman and child eats, drinks,
smokes or breathes opium or some of its
preparations.  Really, this 18 not over-
stating the case in this province. Of
five hundred of our adult outpatients,
both men and women, at least four hun-
dred and fifty are addicted to the opium
habit. Probably this i8 an understate-
ment, for upon questioning nearly every
one has admitted the babit. The quan-
tity of oplum taken per day is enormous
in some cases. Patients confess to eatin
as high as two-fiths of an ounce anﬁ
others to smoking as much as {we ounces
per day.

In the month of June, when the poppy
is in blossom, the whole landscape looks
like an immense flower garden. The
flowers, as you know, are very showy
and the poppy fields seem to occupy as
much ground as do the wheat fields, but
of course they do not. The opium is
gathered in Juneand July and the ground
cleared and some other crop put in its
place. Thus the farmers are able to get
two crops from the same greund each
year. Besides the enormus quantity of
opium raised here much is imported from
India and consumed in this province.
Many commit suicide by taking opium
and the calls to attend such are very fre-
quent,

You sometimes hear people speak of
the model educational system of China,
and the adwmirable civil service. In re-
gard to education, 'tis not universal, by
any means, for we have visited villages
where not more than two or three of the
whole population were able to read or
write. Theoretically, the offices of the
government stand open to every aspiring
son, however poor and low in parentage.
Practically, they are sold to the highest
bidder, although the government does re-
quire a certain literary degree for certain
high offices. The worst feature about the
whole service is that many of the officials,
I might almost say all, get a large part of
their salaries by taking dishonest advan-
tages of those beneath them. This prin-
ciple, technically known here as ‘‘squeez-
ing,” pervades Chinese society from the
highest to the lowest.

Like the governor of Michigan, the
magistrate of Tientsin gets a small silary,
but the magistrate gets immensely rich in
a few years while the governor, if de-
pendent on his salary alone, gdes to the
poor house. The above mentioned mag-
istrate of Tientsin gets a sdldry of one
thousand ‘‘taels” a year. He' has three

secretaries : the first he pays 1,000 taels,
the second 800 taels, and the'third a good
salary ull"out out 'of this 1,000 taeis he
gets for the office, and gets rich too.  ‘I'his
18 Chinese arithmetic.

THE eattle-growers of the country will
hold a National Convention in Chicago
November 17.

Joanx THoMPSON, a murderer, was taken
from jail at Kingston, Tenn., the other
night and hanged.

AFTER a quarrel on the 27th at Shelby-
ville, Mo., John Buford shot and killed his
aged father,

THE Treasury Department at Washing-
ton on the 27th purchased 310,000 ounces
of silver for delivery at the New Orleans
and Philadelphia mints for coinage into
standard dollars.

JouN Roacw’s ship-yard in New York
City was sold at assignee’s sale on the
27th for $310,000.

WiLLiam J. BEsT, a well-known lawyer,
was arrested in New York on the 27th for
the embezzlement of $75,000 left in his
charge.

Iy a foundry at St. Louis a molder
named Scott Thomas undertook on ths
27th to pour five tons of molten ironinto a
pit fourteen feet deep, and met a horrible
death by falling into the pit.

THE meteor which recently fell near
Owatonna, Minn., has been blasted with
dynamite, and half a ton of fragments was
being sent to various parts of the country.

It has been ordered that the postal
cards, bearing a special delivery stamp,
shall be delivered the same as letters with
the extra stamp.

It was announced on the 27th that the
“boomers” at Wellington, Kan., were pre-
paring for another raid into the Oklahoma
country.

Eicary lodges, representing several
States, celebrated at Cleveland, O., on the
27th the seventeenth anniversary of the
organization of the A. O. U. W.

Mgs. J. FRINK GILMORE, of Providence,
R. L.,on the 28th gave birth to four chil-
dren who died within four houfs. The
mother was doing well. Five hundred
people visited the house during the day
and were charged by the father ten cents
apiece to see the infants.

By the breaking of a bridge sidewalk on
the evening of the 28th over the river at
East Saginaw, Mich., nearly one hundred
persons weére precipitated into the water,
and it was feared that thirteen lives were
lost.

Up to the 28th the total number of hogs
packed this season in the West was 265,-
000, against 195,000 for a corresponding
period last year.

THE wholesale and retail grocery basi-
ness at Augusta, Ga., having been monop-
olized by Chinamen, the citizens were on
the 28th petitioning the council to devise
means to stop the yellow tide of immigra-
tion.

All of
the gang were arrested and placed in
prison at Topeka, Kan., on the 28th.

A PACKAGE of $4,000 in currency was
shipped by a St. Louis bank to Frederick-
town, Mo., where the consignee on the
28th found it to contain only waste paper.

A. J. BURRUS, who was discharged from
the commercial agency of R. G. Dun &
Co.,in Chicago, for insulting Mrs. Rey
Good, an employe, waited at the entrance
of the agency on the evening of the 28th,
and, when Mrs. Good and her sister, Miss
Lillian Walter, appeared, shot them both
fatally.

RoBeErT J. Cook, formerly noted as the
Captain and trainer of the Yale College
crew, but of late in the employ of a
Philadelpbia newspaper, was assaulted
on the 28th by a negro, who struck him
a blow on the head with a hatchet, frac-
turing his skull.

A ganGg of gypsy counterfeiters were
caught in the Cherokee Nation near Fort
Smith, Ark., on the 28th. They had large
quantities of spurious money in their
possession.

THE total values of imports of merchan-
dise during the twelve months ended Sep-
tember 30 were $570,001,260, against $638, -
110,065 the preceding twelve months, a de-
crease of $37,058,805. The values of ex-
ports of merchandise during the same
period were $715,893,671, against $785,777,-
000 the preceding twelve months, a de-
crease of $19,878,389.

THE coinage at the various mints in the
country during the fiscal year ended June
80, 1885, was as follows: Gold, $24,861,-
123; silver, $28,848,950; minor coins, $527,-
B57; total, $54,237,639. The number of sil-
ver dollars distributed by the mints dur-
