THE BANKING LAW.

At the last election there was carried a
new law to regulate state banks and to
provide for their frequent examination
by experts, just as the National Banks
are inspected. This is a step toward the
safety of depositors as well of for the
stockholders. For many of the smaller
banks are run in the interest of some
large stockholder who uses them to carry
his wheat and wool deals, while the
smaller stockholders know but little more
of the actual business of their bank than
as though not connected with it.

Now they will be liable to be called
upon at any moment for a statement,
and must keep their loans to any indi-
vidual within a limit of a certain percent-
age of their capital stock. It provides for
the building up of a good reserve and
forbids dividends where they have not
been earned. It restricts dealing in real
estate or other securities which cannot
readily be converted into cash for an
emergency. It prohibitsloans by a bank
on its own shares, makes them clean up
overdue paper, and throws many other

. safeguards around the people's deposits.

As “publicity is the best cure of public
evils " this law will bring a bank’s affairs
to the light, so that many loose and care-
less business methods will be corrected.
And as the people are made more secure
they will have more confidence in the
banks and deposit more freely. The re-
sult of it will be greatly to strengthen
the state banks and to cause many Na-
tional Bapks to take out state charters
when their present time runs ouf, for
there is now but little inducement for a
National Bank to exist as such. So the
advantages are very great under the law
which goes into effect next month.

A GRAND TRIBUTE.

They are
always engaged in helping others,
‘Would it not be an act of simple justice
for the party in whose service they wear
out their lives, to occasionally reward
them for that service ?

| HOW TO BENEFIT EDUCATION.

——
The following is from a recent dis-
course of Rev. Dr. Francis I, Patton,
president of Princeton college, and its
candor and good sense should receive the
hearty approval of the general public :

You would hardly expect me to advise
rich men to give their money to small
colleges, yet I don’t wish to be misunder-
stood in the matter, and I assuredly be-
lieve that the smaller colleges of our
country play an important role in its
system of education. They bring an edu-
cation to many a young man who other-
wise could not aftord the expense of ob-
aining one, and they also disseminate
a great deal of general knowladge in
their respective communities. There is,
however, not the same relative need for
a number of small institutions near each
other that there once was, in view of the
increased facilities of travel. The great
advantage of rich men giving their money
to the larger institutions is that the neces-
sary plant is already established—you
don’t have to build from the foundation.
Thus every $100,000 given to a large col-
lege helps to greater results than if given
to the smaller. The ratio for good from
an equal sum of money 18 greater in the
larger college, since it is better equipped,
posesses a broader curriculum, and offers
a wider choice of subjects.

Bear in mind however that the educa-
tional influence at a college does not con-
sist solely in the actual amount of infor-
mation imparted in the class room. For,
conceding that as large an amount of
philosophy or Greek orLatin can be learn-
ed in the small college as in the large
one, and for that matter learned as thor-
oughly, yet the larger colleges have an
incalculable advantage in being able to
command the services of a larger number
of representative men, and of men who
besides being exceptionally qualified are
able by reason of the superior equip-
ments of the college to devote themselves
to the cultivation of specialities.

A great deal of a man’s education con-
sists in coming in contact with those
leading men, who are recognized as au-
thoratative in their departments. There is
something after all in the intellectual
atmosphere that surrounds the large col-
lege, and those men who are not given to
hard study derive advantage from this
atmosphere to an extent that they prob-
ably cannot estimate,

There is this to be said, that smaller
colleges interfere but little with the lar-
ger institutions, In fact they indirectly
help them, since they create a desire for
advanced learaing which cannot be satis-
fied exceptin the more celebrated seats
of learning. This is especially true in
late years, the best men at the smaller
institutions seeking specialization in the
larger universities. As the representa-
tive of one of the larger colleges 1 have
only a word of hearty God-speed for
those who are engaged in building up
the smaller institutions, especially those
in the regions remote from the saloons.
I think, however, that when the ground
is already so fully occupied as it is in the
New-England and Middle States it would
be an unwise use of money to organize
new institutions with money that could
be more effectually employed to
strengthen those which have already pas-
sed the period of experiment and are
firmly infrenched in the confidence of
the public. So far, at least, as Princeton
is concerned, I am confident that we are
in a position where the addition of halfa
million to our endowment would do
more for the cause of sound learning than
twice or even three times that amount
could possibly effect it it were used for
the purpose of founding a new institu-
tion.

Personally, I apprenend great danger
in men giving large sums of money to
found institutions with the stipulation
that they shall bear the name of the
founder. A man who has a million dol-
lars to spare can use it to immensely
greater advantage by giving it to Yale or
Princeton than by simply founding a
new institution, and thereby be the
means of drawing off a portion of the
patronage of the two named. I fear more
barm from this scheme than from any
the smalier colleges can create. And,
finally, in regard to the appointment of
professors, we cannot be too careful in

the selection of men whose influence will
be very great over the young at a time of

life when they are more easily impressed
than a few years later. Our college men
are receiving many ideas from their own
views.

HAMMER AND THE PLANE,

An Intelligent Talk on Labor by P. J.
McGuaire at Fireman’s Hall Satar-
day Evening.

The audience gathered in Fireman's
Hall Saturday evening plainly showed
how little interest the laboring class takes
in its own welfare and how persistent
they are in remaining absent from places
where they could learn something to
their advantage.

Mayor Beakes introduced Mr. Mec-
Guire who, as a student of labor for many

years, gave a clear, concise nnd'ln-
teresting exposition of his reflections

of which the following is a digest:

He came to talk to carpenters espe-
cially but at the same time to organized
labor generally. Labor in the present
age has been greatly modified by inven-
tions of machinery. ~In olden times the
carpenter worked in his shop during the
winter months making window sashes,
casings, etc., but machinery has relieved
him of this task. In other lines of manu-
facture the result is the same and ma-
chinery in many instances is run by
women and boys, thus throwing men out
of employment. But the progress of an
enlightened race in inventing and dis-
covering cannot be stopped and it is not
the object of organized labor to stop it.
There was also a time when the carpen-
ter had his apprentices and the result was
skilled workmen. Now when a con-
tracter wauts help he runsin any one
who can use a hammer and saw and gives
him within 25 cents of the same wuages
that the skilled carpenter who has the
brains and muscle to bandle a kit of
tools valued at about $130 (which were
tastetully displayed near the platform on
a standard about 6x12 feet), received.

Shall the laborer have no time to en-
joy or educate himself? Shall he live in
one groove of toil day in and day out
with no chance for rest or pleasure until
his death, he who is the foundation of all
wealth? And the laborer who has a
cultivated taste, and has a desire for liv-
ing well, is dragged down by the sharp
competition of the lower class and sees
no hope unless it be in organization. The
laborer to-day is far better off than in
times gone by, to be sure, but still he has
not kept pace with the advance of civili-
zation generally. Again, it is said that
organized labor is a foreign institution,
but it is no more foreign than monopoly.
True, it orignated in England, where the
people were pressed into the necessity of
organizing against the crushing monopol-
ies, and the resalt was particularly
marked among the firming class who
arose from dwellings of mud hovels with
no windows and only one door to com-
tortable homes, and sent some of their
own kith and kin to represent their in-
terests in parliament. Organization will
do away with the unchristianlike jealousy
existing between laboring classes and
bring them into a more brotherly rela-
tion; at the same time enlightening and
educating them.

The intemperance among the laboring
classes is brought on to a great extent by
the wretched homes they are obliged to
occupy, and with no show of getting
ahead at the rate of wages they receive,
they drown their woes in the merry com-
pany of the rum shop.

Hours of labor should be shortened to
give the laborer more time to read and
reflect and associate with his fellow-men
and learn the true power thatis in him,
ouly slumbering from want of develop-
ment. And only through organization
and agitation can this be brought about.
The agitation of 1832 resulted in 1840 in
the reduction of a day’s work to 10 hours.
Our government has already recognized 8
hours as a legal day’s work, the initiatory
step having been taken, it only needs the
power of combined labor to earry it
through all trades.

Custom has 'so long prevailed and
civilization so slowly advanced that the
capitalist naturally looks upon a demand
for more wages as an outrage. But that
the labor movement has made progress is
Known by the fact that in some districts
where all labor agitators were arrested as
conspirators a short time ago they can
now appear unmolested, and the laboring
classes bave good organizations. Poli-
ticians who but a few short yearsago des-
pised the Liboring man, now come to him
and want to know his wishes. In the
larger cities hiours of labor hiave been re-
duced and wages have gone up; children
have been taken out of factories and sent
to school; labor questions are d:s-ussed
in the newspapers and colleges and so on
to the end, organization has proved &
great benefit.

That our protective tariff system can-
not benefit the laborer to its fullest ex
tent unless he organize is strikingly
shown 1in Pennsylvania. In the western
part where unions prevail wages of iron
puddlers are $1 higher per ton than in
the eastern part of the state where unions
do not prevail.

The better cared for the laboring clas-
ses of a country are, the more progress is
made in every direction. China still
uses the same implements for the same
purposes that were used thousands of
years ago. And as a striking example of
the gain by skilled labor over unskilled
he gave as an instance the railroad built
by England in India. The contractor
hired natives to do the work at thirty
cents per day, and attempted to teach
them the use of the spade and wheel-
barrow, but without avail. They scooped
up the dirt with their hands the same
as their greatest great grand fathers had
done and instead of wheeling the bar-
row four of them would carry it. The
contractor found skilled labor from
England 30 per cent cheaper at the re-
gular rate of wages.

Strikes are not countenanced by or-
ganized labor, only as the most extreme
and last resort, after every other means
of settlement have failed, and it is hoped
that the advantages to be gained be-
tweed capital and organized labor will
become more and more clear to all con-
cerned and make the laborer’s sojourn
on earth a pleasant one.

Let the laboring men of our country
unite and better their institutions in-
stead of pulling each other down.

Richard Trevellick, being present,
dosed the meeting with a few remsarks.

THE NEWS FROM ALL PARTS,
CONGRESSIONAL.

Socond Sossivn.
BILLS were intreduced in the Senute on the
{th for the establishment in the Interior De-
partment of a bureau of health to be under the
direction of a commissioner who shall receive
an annual salary of §5,000 per annum, and to
sllow persons who have abandoned or relin-
quished their homestead entries to make an-
other entry. Discussion of the Tariff bill was
postponed....In the House a joint resolution
was introduced proposing an amendment to
the constitution providing that the President
and Vioe-President shall be chosen every
fourth year by the direct votes of the people.
A petition was presented from citizens of
North Dakota praying for the admission of the
two Dakotas and the right to hold constitution-
al conventions in North Dakota, Washington
and New Mexico.
THIRTY pages of the Tariff bill were dis-
posed of in the Senate on the 5th. A resolu-
tion was passed asking the Secretary of the
Interior for information as to alleged outrages
on Indians in Alaska....In the House the bill
to quiet the title of settlers on the Des Moines
river lands in Iowa was passed. Bills were
introduced to divide the State of California
into two States; providing for a graduated in-
come tax, the funds to be applied to payment
of pensions, and a bill which provides that no
alien shall be admitted into the United States
who is an idiot, insane, or liable to become a
public charge, or who has been convicted of
any infamous crime, or who 1s a polygamist,
Anarchist or Socialist, or who is afflicted with
any loathsome or contagious disease, or who
has entered into contract to perform labor or
service for any person, firm or corporation. A
penalty by fine not to exceed $1,000, or im-
prisonment not to exceed three years, is im-
posed.
BILLS were introduced on the 6th in the Sen-
ate for the free coinage of silver, and for the
establishment of a National pathobiological
laboratory for the investigation of contagious
and infectious diseases. A joint resolution
was introduced proposing a constitutional
amendment enlarging the Presidential term
of office to six years. A bill was also intro-
duced providing for the establishment by the
President of bureaus of labor informat'on dis-
tribut-d throughout the country in geograph-
ijcal sections. Eight pages of the Tariff bill
were disposed of. Adjourned to the 10th....
In the House debate was begun on the Direct
Tax bill. The amount to be refunded to the
States by this bill is $15,227,632.

THE Senate was not In session on the Tth.
....In the House most of the time was devoted
to the consideration in committee of the whole
of the Senate bill to incorporate the Nicara-
gua Canal Company. The Invalid Pensions
Appropriation bill (§81,767,500) was reported and
referred to the committee of the whole. Atthe
evening session ten pension bills were passed.
Adjourned to the 10th,

DOMESTIC.

At Herkimer, N. Y., on the 4th Flag-
man Wolver rushed before the fast mail
train and saved two girls, but was him-
self killed.

A LADLE of molten steel was overturned
in a mill at Pittsburgh, Pa., on the 4th,
and five employes were horribly burned,
three of them fatally.

THE annual report on the 4th of General
Anson McCook, Secretary of the United
States Senate, showed expenses for the
year as follows: For salaries and mileage
of Senators, §894,157; for salaries of offi-
cers, etc., £338,674; for contingent expen-
ses, $157,701; total, $890,532.

At Canon City, Col., early on the morn-
ing of the 4th a mob of twenty armed men
took & murderer named Witherell from
the jail and hanged him to a telegraph
pole.

SiMmox WeiIL, a member of a prominent
firm of traders at Evansville, Ind., de-
camped on the 4th with about $15,000,
which he was alleged to have defrauded
Kentucky farmers out of.

Tae Seccretary of War issued a general
order on the 4th directing that when not
prevented by active service all the avail-
able infantry, cavalry and light artillery
of the army shall devote a part of each
summer to practice marches, encamp-
ments, maneuvers and other field opera-
tions.

ATt Gainesville, Fla.,, on the 4th the
Board of Health declared the yellow fever
epidemic ended. Traffic was resumed, and
the first passenger train arrived in the
afternoon.

ExcitemMexT prevailed on the 4th in the
neighborhood of Felicity, Clermont Coun-
ty, O., owing to an effort to drive colored
children from the schools.

Nixe men were arrested on the 4th at
Eckerly, Ind., charged with connection

with ‘* White Cap’’ raids.
THE Treasury DEpartient montnuly state-

ment on the 4th of changes in circulation
during November past placed the total cir-
culation of the country on December 1 at
$1,406,150,456.

NEeAr Lexington, Ga., on the 4th a col-
ored woman locked her three children in
the house and went out visiting, and while
she was gone the children set fire to the
house and were burned to death.

Jorx H. WaLsu tendered his resignation
as Superintendent of the Treasury at
‘Washington on the 4th.

Tar stage from Mendocino, Cal, to In-
grams was stopped on the 5th by a robber,
who secured the express box and two mail
sacks.

THE mines at Nesquehoming, Pa., were
flooded on the 5th, causing great damage,
and Philip Stevens and William Fitcher
were drowned.

CaxoxcHET, Governor Sprague’'s man-
sion at Narragansett Pier, R. 1., was sold
on the 5th for $800,000. It would be used
for a hotel.

SMALL-POX appeared on the 5th among
the soldiers at Brownsville, Tex.

FreDp LoHR, a six-year-old boy of Poplar
Grove, Ill., was set upon by a vicious ram
on the 5th and killed.

JAMES BARKER, marshal of Center Point,
Ind., aged twenty-six years, died on the
5th from the effects of an overdose of
patent medicine.

WiLLiaM Lapue and two friends, of
Toledo, O., were recently thrown into the
river from a skiff which was upset. La-
due’s friends were drowned, but he was
picked up after long exposure, which re-
sulted in severe sickness, from which he
recovered on the 5th with his hair turned
from jet black to snow white.

F1vE acres of sawed lumber in the yards
of Woods, Jenks & Co., at Cleveland, O.,
were destroyed by an incendiary fire on
the 5th.

Coxpuctor JAMES KENNEDY was killed
and three other men were fatally injured
in a collision on the 5thon the Lake Shore
road near Youngstown, O.

Tue Philadelphia & Reading Railway
Company on the 5th reduced the working
hoursof its twenty-five thousaud employes
from ten to eight. Wages would be pro-
portionately cut down.

AN engine collided with a strect-car in
Detroit on the 5th, demolishing the car and
injuring ten persons,five of whom would
probably die.

LAgE navigation closed on the 5th. Dur-
ing the year forty-e'ght boats were lost,
valued at §439,409. In 1837 seventy boats,
valued at §777,700, were lost. The number
of lives lost was 16, against 116 the previ-
ous year.

Rumors gained credence in St. Louis on
the 5th that a combine of hog-packing in-
terests of the West was being engineered
by & Chicago syndicate.
