FARMING IN* GRRAT BRITAIN.—A Lon-

don paper states that at the present mo-
ment, with an area of 01,022,970 acres
in the United Kingdom, there is only one
proprietor for every 305 acres. The
•'stout yeoman " class is rapidly disap-
pearing ; the number of persons farming
their own land every day diminishes; a
dozen properties are run together into
the hands of one holder, or four smal^
farms are combined into one large one ;
the small farmer is now an animal almost
as mre as the small landlord ; and the
former tenantry of the country, have be-
come the laborers on the very land their
ancestors cultivated as holders. Farming
like all other trade?, is becoming a whole-
sale business, and while a few are becom-
ing extensive and wealthy agriculturists,
the mas3 are sinking into hopeless pov-
erly.

A REPUBLIC IN AFRICA.—By papers

from the African colonies, the New York
Sun has received the proclamation of
Governor Roberts ordering an election,
preparatory to the establishment of the
Republic of Liberia as an independent
nation. There was not the least doubt
of the result of the election; all classes
were in favor of assuming the position
of an mdepenpent nation.

COPPER MINING.—The mining inter-

ests of Lake Superior are said to be im-
proving in profit. About 1200 miners
will be employed during the winter, and
the number will be much increased in
the spring. In New Jersey, too, there
is something doing in copper. The Tren-
ton News says that the copper mines of
Flemmington in Hunterdon county, are
certain to be mines of wealth to the pos-
sessors; that over 30 tons of the richest
ore have been mined in three days.

Present Position, and Fu-
ture Vrosjpccls of the Lib-
erty Party.
While the late elections in some States

show a small increase of the Liberty vote;
in others, we have to deplore a decrease;
probably the cause at large is about sta-
tionary. Phis State, after an extra effort
in behalf of the oppressed, has cast a
diminished vote. How such a result is
to be accounted for, is a question of deep
interest? Why do the great mass of
men sny that Slavery is wrong, that they
are opposed to it, & still tenaciously cling
to their parties and vote for Slavery, by
voting for Slaveholders and their abet-
tors ?

Antislavcry Political Union-
In our previous articles on this subject,

ve have seen that a union in some man-
ner, of all antislavery men, has been de-
sire J by them in New Hampshire, and
effected : that it has been approved and
sanctioned by the Liberty papeisof New
Sngland generally : that the Editor of
the Cincinnati Herald, now the conduct-
or oi' the National Liberty paper, has
avowed that he is " willing, nay anxious''
to enter into a union with other parlies :
that the Liberty party of Mr. Gidding's
district have not only avowed themselves
" ready and solicitous" to enter into such
an arrangement, but defined the terms on
which their voles could be had. and re-
solved to labor to effect such a union :
that the proposal for a National Conven-
tion to effect the object has been put forth
by a Whig friend of Mr. Giddings, and
ratified by the largest Liberty Conven-
tion ever held : and that Mr. Giddings
and Mr. Chase, the most prominent men
of the Liberty party and antislavery
Whigs of Ohio, have corresponded on
this subject and exactly agree in sentiment
and in ihe articles of action proposed.—
Add to all these demonstrations in. favor
of union, that it is impliedly or • xpresslv
approved in all of our thirty Liberty pa-
pers (wilh perhaps one exception,.) and
you have the explicit evidence of the read-
iness of the antislavery men of ihe whole
country to unite in common measures of
antislavery action.

Two important questions yet remain
to be answered : What are the MAIN

POINTS on which it is indispensable that
11 antislavery men should be agreed ;
nd, How can such a union be brought in-

practical operation ?
In answering the first it is evident that

lie measures proposed should be of such
nature as to effect the great objects in

ieio',—otherwise, those who labor in

ion.

5. To support no man for office who is
a Slaveholder, or who would in any man-
ner use his official power or influence for
the election or appointment of Slavehold-
ers to office.

6. To vole for no man who hesitates
openly to declare the preceding senti-
ments.

Any man of any party of sufficient tal-
ents and abilities, and unobjectionable on
the score of character, who should, in a
manly and open manner, avow and act
upon the five points first above specified,
we think might receive the cordial sup-
port of every antislavery man. To all
practical intents and purposes, he would
be one of us. The evidence of this is
seen in the fact that were all our offices
filled with men who would act out these
sentiments, our work would immediately
be done!

In answer to the second inquiry, how
such a plan of effort could be put in prac-
tise, we reply, by proposing it ; by dis-
cussing i t ; by avowing if, and as indi-
viduals, by pulling it into execution. A
National Convention to deliberate on
points of difference may be well enough ;
but no independent antislavery man
should wait to have his thinking done up
for him. or his action prescribed, by such
a body of men. Such bodies are always
conservative, and they serve rather lo
mark by iheir resolutions how far a cause
has advanced, than to give it an addition-
al impetus by new and energetic meas-
uses. Let antislavery men in the seve-
ral towi.s, counties, districts and Slates.
meet together and talk over the sub-
jeet, and then act as they shall deem wise.
If they a r e a 1 ' o f one heart, they will
become so nearly of one mind that no
injurious effects will result.

It mny be asked, wherein does this
plan differ from the existing Liberty er-
ganization ? We answer, it will secure
the voles of all REAL antislavery men of

all partses for antislavery candidates, and
withdraw them from the support of Slave-
holders. Each antislavsry man can re-
main in his own party, and co-operate
with all otheis in accomplishing the com-
mon object.

It may also be said that the time for
executing such a plan has not come: and
that if proposed to-morrow by the whole
Liberty party in this State, it would meet
with no response from men of other par-
ties. It is sufficient to reply that there
is no certainty of this: that there may
be more nniislavery feeling and princi-
ple in the other parties, than find express-
ion through their papers : that the time.
is coming when men of other parlies will
act with us, in SOME way, in multitudes :

that such a union has actually taken
place in one State and revolutionized i t ;
and that we know not how near our own

urious Discovery in Prac-
tical Science.

In the granite quarries, near Seringa-
am, the most enormous blocks are sepa-
ated from the solid rock by the following

neat and simple process. The workmen
laving found a portion of the rock suffi-
iently extensive, and situated near the

edge of the part already quarried, lays
)are the upper surfuce, and makes on it a
ine in the direction of the intended sepa-
ation, along which a groove is cm with a

chisel about a couple of inches in depth.
Above this groove a line, of fire is kin-
died, and this is maintained til! the rock
jelow is thoroughly heated on which a
ine of men and women, each provided
vith a pot of cold wa:er, suddenly sweep
off the ashes, and pour the water into the
leated groove, when the rock at once
splits with a clean fracture. Square
blocks of six feet in the side, and upwards
of eighty feet in length, are sometimes de-
tached by this method. Hardly less sim-
ple and efficacious is the process used in
some parts of France, where millstones
are mad<?. When a mass sufficiently
large is found, it is cut into a round form,
several feet high, and the question then
arises how to divide this into pieces of a
proper size for millstones. For this pur-
pose grooves are chiseled out, at distances
corresponding to the thickness inlended
to be given to the millstones, into which
grooves wedges of dried wood are driv-
en. Those wedges are then wetted, or
exposed to the night dew, and next morn-
ing the block of stone is found

sepa-
rated into pieces of a proper size for
millstones, merely by the expansion of
the wood, consequent on its absorption of
moisture ; an irresistable natural power
thus accomplishing, almost without any
trouble, and at no expanse, an operation
which, from t';e peculiar hardness of the
texture of the stone, would other-wise be
impracticable but by the most powerful
machinery ; or by the most persevereing

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GOVERNOR'S

MESSAGE.
Fellow Citizens of the Senate,

and House of Representatives.
A review of the year which has elaps-

ed since the assembling of the last legis-
lature at the Capitol cannot fail to awn-
ken a sense of profound gratitude to Al-
mighty God.

His care has been the protection of the
republic. His sleepless eye has watched
our progress and His all powerful arm
has guarded and directed us. Industry,
economy and virtue have been rewarded
by the enjoyment of happiness and pros-
perity. Civil, religious and political lib-
erty has continued without interruption.
Progress in the arts of peace, in the com-
forts and humanities of life, in the pur
suits of science and the useful arts, and in
the developement of the natural resource
of the State, was nevermore remarkabl
than during the past year.

Invoking the continued kindness an
protection of Providence, over our belov
ed commonwealth, I greet you, Fello\
Citizens, on your assembling as a co-or
dinale branch of the government, com
missioned to consult upon the publi
weal. Representing the wishes and in
terests of the different portions of th
state, under the authority of recent elec
tions by the people, I look to you for ai
and counsel in endeavoring to administe
the government with a view to the publi
interest. If. notwithstanding the effort
and solicitude of the Executive, any fail
ure bas occurred in securing the full en
joyment of the rights of the people or th
true interests of the body politic, I solici
your strictest scrutiny into the causes,an
your co-operation in endeavors to apph
the proper remedy.

In performing the duty imposed upon
me by the Constitution, at the opening o
a legislative session, I take pleasure in
communicating to you the condition o
the State, and in recommending such mat
ters as may seem to me to require you
attention.

And upon iron contracts outstand-

ing, and money to liquidate the
sime, the sum of §135,673 42
The Southern Rail Road Company

has also completed the purchase of th
Southern road, under its act of incorpora
tion, and has paid into the treasury, th
sum of $50,000. Of this sum $40,000
has been received since the close of th
fiscal year, and is therefore not includtc
in the above statement of payments.

The remaining liabilities of the State
usually denominated the contingent debt
consist of a loan of $100,000 in s!ate
bonds, to the Detroit and Pontiac Rai
Road Company ; the same amount to the
University of Michigan ; and the depos-
ites in the treasury, of the surplus reve-
nue of the United States. In the pay-
ment of the loan first mentioned, the De-
troit and Pontiac Railroad is pledged to
the state, and proceedings for the collec
tion of the amount due are now pending
in chancery. The ample resources ol
the University fund are sufficient to meet
the annual interest, and ultimately, the
principal of the University loan, and, a
demand by the general government for
he re-payment of the deposited, is a re-

mote contingency.
The balance in the treasury at the close

of the fiscal year, was $78,561 00.
In tho above statement of the Internal

Improvement debt, it will be perceived
that the bonds, amounting to $3,813,000,
which were delivered to the United States
Bank, on special contract, and paid in

only, are stated at the amount nctu-
illy received by the state upon them.—
By an act of the Legislature, approved
March 8,1843, it was proposed, upon a
a surrender of all the bonds of this class,
to issue new bonds for the amount actu-
ally received, after deducting a specified
sum for damages, with a pledge for the
punctual payment of interest. These
bonds, it is understood, have heretofore
been in deposite in Europe, under terms
which have precluded their control by in-
dividuals for this purpose. A recent dis-
tribution of them among the individual
creditors of the United States Bank, to
whom they were pledged ns security, has
now obviated all difficulties of this na-
ture. No occasion, under existing laws
on this subject, has been presented since
my induction into the Executive office,
to require an examination into the mer-
its of any question as to the actual amount
to be paid on this class of indebtedness.—
Whatever the principles of justice shal
require, the holders will not fail to re-
ceive, and it is for the interest of all par-
ties, that a final adjustment should be
made, with cs little delay as possible. A
modification of the law on this subject,
extending the benefit of its provisions to
the holders of any portion of the bonds
in question, and reducing the amount to
be deducted for damages, would seem to
be required.

Although no surrender has been made
under the act last mentioned, there ha/e
>een received into the treasury, from the
lentral Rail Road Complhy, at the rates

specified in their act of incorporation,
bonds of this class amounting to 821,-
000.

I cannot too strenuously urge upon
pour consideration the duty of the state
o provide lor the speedy adjustment and

ultimate payment of the internal improve-
ment debt. This indebtedness has for
fears embarrassed the treasury, retarded
mmigration, and discouraged the enter-
mseof Michigan. The material redtic-
ion in the amount effected under the leg-
slative enactments of the last session, in-
pires new confidence in the power of the
tate to discharge all its outstanding obli-

gations. It is not to be expected that this

can be done without zealous effbrts,_or
without a contribution from the means of
>ur citizens. The sacrifice required to
naintain the reputation and honor of the
state, will, I am confident, be cheerfully
nade, and judicious lpgislation, having
for its object the discharge of the public
debt, will meet with a hearty response
from the people. In addition to the punc-
tual payment of the interest, provision
should be mal^by setting apart the mem:
for that purpos", for the gradual discharge
of the principal.

Independ
ent of the expenditures from the earnings
of the road, there was paid for contruc
tion, in land warrants, under an ncWo
appropriation, the sum of $31,008 09
and outstanding bonds for iron, to th(
amount of $113,500 16, were discharge
by means received from the sale of the
road.

The nett earnings of the Southern Rail
rond, during the year, have been $32,
172 35. Of this sum $12,736 hav
been paid into the treasury. The expen
ditures for construction, not discharge
from the earnings of the road, amount t
$5,521,68.

Under appropriations of 1845 and 184(
there has been expended on the Clintoi
and Kalamazoo canal, in land warrants
the sum of $6,796 06. The portion o
the canal between Mt. Clemens and Uti
ca, have been in use since the first of No
vember last. It is estimated that nn ex
penditure of $2,500 will put it in gooc
navigable order to Rochester.

There has also been expended during
the j'ear, in improving the navigation
of the St. Joseph river, the sum of $4,
367,86.

The sale of two principal works ol
internal improvement, will produce an
important change in state affairs. Its ef-
fects is to relieve the state government
from the construction of railroads, and
the management of a carrying business
upon them. It renders the business ol
the different departments less complica-
ted, and prevents a most fruitful source ol
expensive legislation. It precludes the
employment and supervision of numer-
ous agents, artizans and workmen, and
si.nplifies the whole operations of govern-
ment. It discharges State indebtedness,
to the amount of two millions, five hun-
dred thousand dollars, yields a large an-
nual revenue, and, by heavy expenditure;
among our citizens, in prosecuting the
work to completion, secures the benefit
of a most important chain of communica-
ion.

It is not my intention here to discuss
the propriety or expediency of the legis-
ation, by which these results are pro-

ducsd. Time must test the wisdom ol
the measure. No important change in
public policy,
manded with

has, however, been de-
more urgency, or sanc-

tioned with a more hearty approval by
the people.

The more we contemplate the genius
and design of a republican government,
the more, I think, we shall be led to dep
recate the policy, a few years since so
rife, of bringing within its care and su-
pervision, subjects foreign to its real de-
sign. The responsibilities, profits, and
hazards of private business, should be left
to individual enterprize. To avoid being
governed to much, is one of the objects
of a representative form of government,
and to secure the good of community in
this regard, all authority in matters not
immediately connected with the public
wenl and indispensable to the welfare of
the body politic, should be withheld. It
is among the encouraging signs of the
present time, that the public mind is de-
manding a more definite limitation to the
powers and duties of government, and a
relinquishment of all unnecessary inter-
ference with the free action of the indi-
vidual citizen.

In closing up the business pertaining to
the works thus disposed of, and in main-
taining charge of the canal, and other
works of improvement, upon which ap-
propriations have been made, it will be
necessary to retain the organization of a
oardof internal improvement. With the
xpiration of the term of the present act-
ng Commissioner, in April next, it is be-
ieved that office may be abolished, and
he duties be devolved, without expense,
>n some of the state officers.

The change contemplated by the sale
>f the railroads, by no means implies a
elinquishment of the advantages of this
ind of intercommunication throughout
tie state. The development of the re-
ources of the commonwealth, its abun-
ant products, its mineral wealth, and the

business relations of an industrious and
increasing population, will secure these
advantages to the different portions of our

erritory. Under charters.properly guard-
ed in their provisions, a profitable invest-
ment of capital will be found in the con-
struction of roads required by the business
of the country.

The total amount of money distributed
among the several townships, during the
year, for the support of Primary Schools,
is $27,925,72, being thirty-one cents to
every child between the ages of four anc
eighteen years, and exceeding the amount
of last year's distribution, by the sum ol
$5,812,72. The number of scholars it
the state, between the ages last mention
ed, is reported at 99,658. The whole
number of children that have attendee
the common schools during the year is
77,807. This number is greater by 7,-
037 than during the preceding year.—
The number of volumes in the townshij
libraries in the state, are, according to
the returns, 36,998.

The laws on the subject of common
schools, it is believed, are such, when
faithfully executed, as generally to se
cure, in a manner highly satisfactory
the great interests of education.

The chief obstacles to the realizatioi
of all the benefits of our noble schoo
system, are found in the want of punctu
al attendance on the part of scholars, an
deficiency in the qualifications of teach
ers. To correct the former, rests prin
cipally with parents and guardians. Th
latter is an evil, deplorable in its conse
quences, and difficult of correction.—
Voluntary associations of teachers, fo
mutual instruction, have given an earn
est of much improvement in this respect
In several of the States Normal schools
having for their object the qualification
of instructors, have been fostered in pri
vate munificence and legislative aid, an
have been atlended with the most beneficia
results. Teaching, itself nn art,is proper
ly made a subject of instruction. The mi
sion of the teacher demands hi«h quali
fications. As the object of his profession
is of the greatest importance, so his em
plovment should be considered most hon
orable, and his efforts be seconded by ev
ery friend of the rising generation. I
is difficult tosay what method, if any,o
a public character, should be adopted t
raise the slandard of excellence in this
important department, but I cannot re
frain from recommending it to your con
sideration as a subject in yhich the in
terests of the public are deeply in
volved.

The number of students in the Univer
sity of Michigan, is seventy. The fac
uliy consists of seven professors. By
the assiduous labors of all conncctec
with the several departments of instruc
tion, the advantages pertaining to educa
tion in the higher departments of litera
ture, the arts and the sciences, have been
enjoyed to a degree highly creditable t
the s'.ate, and useful to the community.—
The rare example of the principle of fre
schools applied to an institution of the
highest order, is here presented. With
out charge for tuition, every citizen o
the state is entitled to the benefits of a
liberal education.

The nett proceeds of the University
fund, applicable to the support of the in
stitution, have been, during the year, $7,
993,02.

During the year ending on the last daj
of October, forty convic's were receive
into the States Prison, thirty were d s
charged, three escaped, and one died.—
The number remaining at the date las
mentioned, was one hundred and twenty
two. The following sums were receive
by the agent of the prison during th
year :

Agreeably to the direction of t'\e le-
gislature, as expressed in a "joint resolu-
tion relative to the selection of public
land," approved in March last, I made
selection (or the state of 5,920 43-100
acres of land in the Upper Peninsula.—
The choice was made with the best knowl
edge I could obtain as to the value of par
ticular locations for mineral wealth, anc
notification of the selections was, during
the samo month, forwarded to the Corn
nmsioner of the General Land Office
at Washington. Similar selections of in
ternal improvement lands have heretofor
received the confirmation of the Secre
tary of the Treasury of the United Slates
In this instance, such confirmation ha
not yet been announced. The unfinishec
state of the surveys in the Northern Pen
insula, the unsettled policy of the govern
nient in reference to the mineral lands
and a change in the office of Commis
sioner, have probably been the occasion
of delay in this matter. The question
whether such confirmation be necessan
to perfect the title of the state to land
selected according to the grant of Con
gress and the laws of this state, I do no
deem it proper here to discuss, as I canno
doubt that the speedy action of the prope
department will soon give the usual sane
tion to the selections. Deducting th
quantity of the above mentioned selection
from the unlocated portion of the 500,00
acre grant for internal improvement pur
poses, there remain to be located onh
1.575 16-100 acres.

In the present state of legislation, th
salt spring lands cannot be sold withou
authority given by act of Congress. 1
proper application for that purpose woul
probably secure the consent of that body

In my last annual message, I called th
attention of the legislature to the charac
ter of the leases executed by the Secreiar)
of War, of the mineral lands in this state
and to the injustice of the leasing system
The opinion then expressed, that the lea
ses were made without authority, ha
since been sanctioned by the highest func
tionaries of the General Government. I
is of the utmost importance to avoid in
time the evils which must necessarily at
tend this unusual disposition of the publi
domain. Anticipating the wrong whicl
would thereby be entailed upon the state
without profit to the treasury, and the em
barrnssments of conflicting interest
which would necessarily arise betweei
the stale and the United Slates govern
ment, if the citizens of the former are t
be the tenants of the latter, the protest o
Michigan against the system has alreadj
been made by the legislature. In th
disposal of this portion of the publi
lands, it is believed that the true interest
of the general government and of th
state are identical. Sales in fee, at moc
erate prices, and to actual settlers, wi
best subserve the general welfare. ]
will invite a population of freeholders
unfold the resources of the country, en
large the field of enterprise and profi
and strengthen the arm of the Govern
ment.

A statute was passed at the last sessio
of the Legislature, providing- for the or
ganization of four counties in the minera
region, and establishing therein, as a Ju
dicial district, a temporary authority fo
certain purposes. This law is found im
perfect in its provisions, and requires re
vision. The organization of township
within the territory seems indispensable
and the advantages of judicial tribunal
and civil officers, should be extended t
that portion of the state. By the presen
law, the island known as Isle Royale, i
is not comprised within the limits of an\
of the counties, neither are the contigu
ous waters of Lake Superior, which ar
within the bounds of the Stale, embracec
within their jurisdictional limtts.

There are remaining, during the pres
ent winter, in the mineral country, accor
ding to information entitled to confidence
at least one thousand men. engaged prin
cipally in mining. The operations o:
this character during the year, have con-
firmed the general confidence in the belie!
that the region in question is one of the
richest in the world in valuable ores; and
it cannot be doubted that it will at no
distant day become the theatre of exten-
ive mining operations, the source of

much wealth, and the residence of a nu-
merous population. These new interests,
now rapidly increasing in a portion of tbe
tate, but recently deemed remote and
inimportant, commend themselves to the

guardian care of the legislature.
The attention of the legislature has

requently been called to the importance
if a communication around the Fflls of
he Ste. Marie, between the lower lakes
nd Lake Superior. Expenditures in
urveys and labor upon a canal for that

>urpose, were some years since, made by
this state, but further prosecution of the
enterprise was provented by nuthority of
United States officers. Notwithstanding
the national character of the work, Con-
gress has hitherto neglected to appropri-
ate money for its construction. The in-
creased and increasing business on Lake
Superior now renders this communication
almost indispensable, and I respectfully
suggest the propriety, unless the speed}
action of Congress should render it unne-
cessary, of committing its construction to
an incorporated company, with proper
restrictions in its charier, and a reserva-
tion of the right, on equitable terms, to
purchase the work for the public benefit.

The reports from the several depart-
ments of the government, will, in due
time, be laid before you, by the proper
officers, and to the statements and sug-
gestions therein contained, I respectfully
solicit your attention.

The reports of the Adjutant General
and Quartermaster General are herewith
transmitted. The whole number of en-
rolled militia in the state is reported to be
61,045. The neglect of the township
officers, upon whom is devolved by law,
the duty of returning the namss of persons
liable to do military duty, has occasioned
much embarrassment. A strict attention
on their part to this duty is indispensable
under the present militia organization.
In pursuance of ihe provision of the law
of Congress, authorizing an annual distri-
bution of arms, this state has received her
quota for the last year, amounting, in
value, to the sum of $6,500.

A communication from the war Depart-
ment of the United States,dated May 19th,
1846, was received by me, requiring the
enrollment of a volunteer regiment, to
be held in readiness for the service of the
country, whenever demanded by the
President. A call for this organization
of volunteers, received a ready response
from our patriotic fellow citizens, who, to
a number greater than required, tenderec
themselves for this duty. No order ha;
been received for mustering this regimen
into service, but the alacrity with whicl
our citizen soldiery have presented them-
selves as volunteers, gives full assurance
of their readiness, in case of emergency,
to bear their part in suslaining the right:
and honor of the county in the ranks o
the national army.

No event could be the subject of more
general regret, than the present hostile
collision with the government of Mexico
Long years of peace have blessed our
nation. The love of domestic quiet anc
of peaceful pursuits, and a settled aver-
sion to the policy of war, pervade almos
every class in community. From it!
earliest exister.ee, our national govern-
ment has cultivated amity with every na-
tion, and a constant effort to avoid a re-
sort to arms in the settlement of matters
of difference, is apparent in the history o
our foreign relations. Remonstrance
has succeeded remonstrace, negotiation
has followed negotiation, and a spirit o
concession and forbearance has ever
been liberally exercised to avoid threat
ened hostilities. It is creditable to the
spirit of the age, that the same just anc
humane sentiments, characterising olher
civilized nations of the earth, have en-
abled us, almost uniformly, to maintain
an honorable peace.

With Mexico, a sister republic on the
same continent, a friendly alliance is
especially desirable. In reviewing the
causes of the present war between the
two nations, the same forbearance under
provocations and indignities, and the
same unremitted efforts to cultivate friend
ly relations'and to avoid hostilities, whicl
have become the settled policy of our
government, are apparent on our part.—
Hiiherto, in the contest, the most brillian
success has rested on the American arm"
and valor has been rewarded with victory
While we rejoice over our national tri
umphs, shall we not devoutly hope tha
the renewed offers of peace magnani
mously tendered by our government, may
secure an honorable adjustment of differ-
ences, and again unite the two republics
in the bonds of amity.

At the commencement of the last ses-
sion of the Legislature, five banks only
were in operation in the state. Since
that time two of these, the Oakland Coun-
ty Bank and the River Raisin, have ceas-
ed to do business. Proceedings are now
pending in chancery, having for their
object tho forfeiture of their chartered
privileges, and the distribution of their
effects among creditors. The failure of
these two monied corporations, at a time
of general business prosperity, has renew-
the recollection of the disasters incident
to the banking system.

The state of Michigan has now fewer
sanks than at any former period, and it
may safely be asserted that the legitimate
justness of the community has never been
rnnsacted on principles more safe and
iconomical, and with such uniform and

certain profits, or with such well requited
reliance upon skill, industry, and econ-
my, to the exclusion of hazardous specu-
ation, as during the past season. In
ome of the states, an effort is being made
o abolish the old system of banks, and to

adopt another with different checks and
ecurities. That some of its evil may
hereby bo avoided, is beyond a doubt.—

In any event, however, it is believed
the people of the state, prospered in thoif
business transactions, and warned by the"
lessons of the past, desire no legislation
calculated to increase the hazards of
moneyed coperations.

A law passed at the last session author,
ized the Government to appoint some
competent person to collate and arrange
the materials and memoranda in the
office of the late geologist of the state
and appropriated $1,700 for continuing
the surveys, and preparing and publish-
ing a final geological report. From an
examintion of affairs at the office, I was
satisfied that the task of preparing a final
report would be one of much labor and
expense, and I did not feel willing to
commence again the geological explora-
tions, unfortunately terminated by the
death of the late geologi3t, until some
definite plan shall be adopted, and the limit
of the expenditures ascertained. Instead,
therefore, of proceeding under the law
above referred to, I have procured esti-
mates to be made by a person connec.ed?
with the geological department, of the
probable expense of preparing and pub-
lishing a final report from the materials
now in the office, which 1 herewith
transmit for your consideration. It will
be seen thereby, that two years labor of a
competent person, already familiar with
that department, will be required. For
the preparing and publishing of two thou-
sand volumes,the total expense to the treas-
ury is estimated at $3,560, not including
the printing and binding. The expenses
ofthese lasf, it is presumed, can,by agree,
ment with the publisher, be met out of
the first sales of the work. The impor-
tance of this publication cannot be doubt-
ed, but the embarrassed state of the
treasury induces me, before commencing
unlimited expenditures, to lay the esti-
mate of the whole work before you, for
consideration.

The approaching expiration of the
official term of one of the Senators from
this state in Congress, will require tho
election of his successor, at the present
session.

The twelfth article of the constitution
also provides that the seat of government
shall, at the present session, be perma-
nently located by the legislature.

In many instances where no constitu-
tional provision renders it necessary, the
laws have conferred on the Governor, the
appointment of officers whose duties are
local, and not immediately connected
with the administration of state affairs.—
The want of personal knowledge on the
part of the Executive usually compels that
officer to rely on the recommendation of
others, in regard to the qualification of
applicants. Experience of the difficulty
in making judicious selections for these
offices, and confidence in the wisdom of the
people, induce, me to believe that an
election by the voters, among whom tho
official duties are to be performed, would
be preferable to the present mode of ap-
pointment. While it would relieve the
Executive from the exercise of a power,
by no means to be coveted, it would
secure the services of men equally honest
and capable,and would give better satisfac-
tion to all. The appointment of all mili-
tary officers, is, under the present law,
also entrusted to the Governor. It would
seem both just and politic, that in the
selection of company officers, the recom-
mendation of the company should be re-
ceived, and in offices of a higher grade in
the line, the selection shoule be commit-
ted to the commissioned officers associated
in the same command.

Much of the time of the legislature of
the last session, was employed in revising
the general statutes of the state. Tho
revision then adopted, has been published,
but does not take effect as a law, until the
first of March next. In a work of this
character, perfection is not to be expected,
nor can any human wisdom avoid the
necessity of occasional modifications, and
corrections. In some portions of this
revision, especially in the provisions rela-
tive to the judiciary, important changes
have been introduced. An examination
of these provisions may suggest difficulties
in their practical operation, which a due
regard to public welfare may require to
be anticipated by further legislation.—
To secure the speedy and correct decis-
ion of causes, without overtaxing the
labors of the courts, to bring the expenses
of the administration of justice within
proper limits, and to maintain an able
and independent judiciary, are objects of
the highest importance. It is for the
legislature to determine, whether or not
further legislation on the sebject, at tho
present time, is necessary or expendient.
Where no manifest objections to the pro-
visions of the revision are apparent, good
policy would seem to require that it
should be submitted to the test of ex.
perience. Evils exhibited in its practical
operation,can be remedied by future legis-
lation.

Excessive legislation, and frequent
changes in the statutes, have heretofore
been the subject of repeated and just com-
plaints. Laws permanent in their charac-
ter, and general in their application, of-.
ford the best guaranty to the rights of
individuals, and the welfare of the state.—
The numerous applications for special
egislation, intended to su,hserve k

_
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interests, or to give special exemptions or
privileges to individuals or associations,
should be entertained with caution.—
Whenever the general laws of the stale
afford a remedy, special legislation should,
in my opinion, be refused, and the parties
be remitted to the proper tribunal. If this
rule were carefully observed, much in-
justice to absent parties would be avoided,
and the length and expense of legislative
sessions be curtailed.

The position of our peninsular state,
nearly encompassed by the waters of the
great Lakes, naturally excites among our
citizens a lively interest in the improve-
ment of lake navigation. We look to the
broad waters of these inland sens, with
feelings similar to those with which the
residents of the eastern states of the
Union regard the waters of the Atlantic.
They set the limits to our territory.—
Their waves are plowed by our vessels
and steamers, bearing the products of our
soil and our industry to distant markets,
of which, as ascertained from competent
authority, an amount in value exceeding
five millions of dollars has been exported
during the past session. They divide our
state from the territory of a powerful
foreign nation, whose navigation com-
mingles with our own. As the great
thoroughfare between the Enst and the
West, we commit to them our lives and
our property. For the want of safe and
convenient harbors and roadsteads, perils
attend on every enterprise connected
with the business of the lakes. Every
season swells the catalogue of lives that
are lost, and of property destroyed.

The repeated applications to Congress,
by the Legislature of this state, and its
Congressional delegates, for the improve-
ment of the harbors along our borders>
•how that we have always regnrded this
as a subject worthy the attention of the
general government. These improve-
ments are national in their character.—
The great interests connected with the
business of the lakes extend to the
whole northern portion ofihe Union.—
They are connected with the industry and
the enterprise of the present and future
population of a territory rich in every
natural resource, and exceeding kingdoms
in extent. As the frontier of our com-
mon country, the duty of affording the
means of safety and protection to our
navy, upon their waters, appears to me to
be evident.

Unembarassed by connection with
other objects less meritorious, or clearly
objectionable,let ti6 ho(ethat these impor-
tant interests will, at an early day, secure
the necessary appropriations. With the
advantages which wou'd thus be shared
by our state, and 'with the benefi's of the
markets of the world, now comparatively
free, increased prosperity must, under the
s«iil«« of Providence, attend upon the
commonwealth.

In the Mouse Dec. 21, Mr. Thomason
presented a resolution, with a long pre-
amble declaring the acquisition of territo-
ry by conquest not absolutely necessary
for our self protection, being repugnan'
to the genius of our republican constitu-
tion, and to require from a conquered na-
tion, payment for the expenses of the
war wffich was unjust, and that when
Mexico makes her reparation for ac-
knowledged indebtedness and establishes
the Rio Grande as a boundary, the con
quered territory should be restored to
her.

Mr. T. called for a suspension of the
rules to receive the resolution. The
House refused to suspend the rules 33 to
38.

John Y. Mason of Vn. has been con-
firmed as Secretary of the Navy, vice
Geo. Bancroft, resigned.

The bill reported in the House by the
Committee on Territories to establish a
Territorial Government in Oregon, is a
verbatim copy of that which passed the
House at the last session of Congress,
with the exception of a single section.—
Instead of "the prohibition of slavery
and involuntary servitude, except for
crimes," in the territory, the committee
reported a new section imposing all the
restrictions and allowing all the privileges
granted to the people of the North West
territories under the ordnance of 1787.

Mr. Boyd of Ky., has introduced in the
House, a bill to increase the compensa
tion of the privates in the U. S. army.—
It provides that from and after the firs
of May last, the pay of each non-com-
missioned officer, musician and private
shall be increased one dollar per month
All who have volunteered for six months
*nd served in the field three, shall be en
tided to 160 acres of land. Those w!:o
bav«, or shall volunteer for twelve, am
go into aetual service, shall be entitlec
to the same quantity, with the privilege o
locating it in any unsold tracts belonging
Jo the United States. The same provis
ions are made in reference to the non
commissioned officers, and privates of the
regular army, who were in service on th
first of May last, and shall continue t
the end of the war, or till they are hon
prably diacharged.

In the Senate, Dec. 28, a message was
received from the President, but was not
ead. Petitions complaining of the re-
action of duty on foreign sugars and mo-
asses were presented. The Vice Presi-
ent signed the bill admitting Iowa into
he Union.

THE WIND-WAGON.—We learn from
the Independence Expositor, that Mr.
Thomas, who has been at work on a wind
wagon, has got the machine completed,
and has given it such a trial as to make
its success certain. He ran up and down
across the plains, found that he could
overcome a steep with gentle ascent
without difficulty, and that the mole-hills,
so numerous on the plains, were no bar
to his progress. The construction of the
wagon is very simple. It is a frame
made of plank, well braced, and placed
edgewise on four axle-trees—four wheels
to each side—these wheels to be 12 feet
or more in diameter, and one foot broad
—the forward axles, which can be turned
just as the forward axle of any wagon
with a tongue, by their movement turns
the course of the whole concern. Two
tongues are joined Jngether forward of
the wagon, and by ropes coming to the
wheel, similar to the pilot wheel of a
steamboat—the wagon is steered by a pi-
lot. The sails are like the sails and rig-
ging of a ship ; each wagon carries its
own supply of sail—underneath, a foot
or so from the deck of each wagon, the
cast iron boxes, &c , will be suspended
as ballast. Mr. Thomas expects to con-
vey freigl.t and passengers, and will now
engage and bind himself to take freight
to Bent's Fort, or to Santa Fe, in a rea-
sonable time, at $6 per hundred pounds.
He is to have a depot at Bent's Fort, and
thence across the other side of the Arkan-
sas he will run a car within six miles of
Santa Fe.
